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Pets have been reported from all human societies of all times. The variety of wild animals
thus tamed includes some species that we would scarcely have imagined as pets. In the New
Guinea villages, for example, people with pet kangaroos, possums, and birds are often
observed. They even regularly capture chicks of wild cassowaries and raise them even
though captive adult cassowaries are extremely dangerous and now and then disembowel
village people. Some Asian peoples tame eagles for use in hunting, although those powerful
pets have also been known on occasion to kill their human handlers. Ancient Egyptians tamed
cheetahs for use in hunting and very surprisingly they also tamed hyenas. African elephants
were tamed in Roman times despite the cbvious danger, and Asian elephants are still being
tamed today.

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Romanticism was an artistic movement that originated in Europe toward the end of the 18th
century. It was characterized by its emphasis oen emotion and individualism as well as
glorification of all the past and nature, preferring the medieval rather than the classical. It
was partly a reaction to the Industrial Revolution, the aristocratic social and political norms
of the Age of Enlightenment, and the scientific rationalization of nature — all components of
modernity. The movement emphasized [A] as an authentic source of aesthetic
experience, placing new emphasis on such emotions as apprehension, horror and terror, and
awe — especially that experienced in confronting the new aesthetic categories of the
sublimity and beauty of nature. In contrast to the Rationalism and Classicism of the
Enlightenment, Romanticism revived medievalism and elements of art perceived as
authentically medieval in an attempt to escape modernity, which was viewed problematic as
exemplified by population growth, early urban sprawl, industrialism, etc. It assigned a high
value to the achievements of *heroic’ individualists and artists, whose examples would raise
the quality of society. It also promoted the individual imagination as a critical authority
allowed of freedom from classical notions of form in art. The decline of Romanticism was
associated with multiple processes, including the spread of nationalism.

A common barrier to intercultural communication occurs when you assume similarities and
ignore differences.

The American is hurt and feels that the Filipino does not want to be friendly, [A] the
Filipino is hurt and concludes that the invitation was not extended sincerely.

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Buddhism, which had deeply permeated Korean elite culture long before the political unification
of the country in the seventh century and served as the national religion until the end of the
fourteenth century, had an enormous impact on the arts of Korea. The majority of Korea's most
important surviving art treasures were inspired by the practice of this religion. According to
Buddhist teachings, devotees attain religious merit through the commissioning and production
of images and texts. This belief motivated the creation of enormous numbers of sacred figures,
ritual implements, paintings, and illuminated manuscripts of Buddhist scriptures. Many of these
objects were made for the numerous temples built by the Three Kingdoms and Unified Silla kings
as well as the Goryeo monarchs and nobles. Because members of the upper classes were for
centuries the primary proponents of Buddhism in Korea, huge sums were lavished on the
production of exquisite devotional objects of all kinds. Religious texts, or sutras, provide the
foundation of Buddhist belief. Sutras were copied and often illustrated by hand or produced In
multiple copies with the technique of woodblock printing. Highly skilled calligraphers and
painters were employed by the royai court and aristocracy to produce these sacred works using
the finest materials. Needless to say, this enterprise, like many others, required strong financial
support for an extended period of time.
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
